This piece is a study in the difference in the use of a single color using different threads,
stitches, direction of stitches and the reflection of light on these stitches. The center star
is a revolving set of patterns with metallic threads to add to the definition of the
stitches. The background of the design is composed of many different star patterns
using two values of blue silk with the addition of Sparkle Rays.
